It should go without saying that household
plumbing parts do not belong on a boat. This
includes gate valves as well as PVC type. Be
especially wary if you see a male threaded stem
that is the inner portion of the mushroom shaped
through hull fitting, with an inline ball valve
attached. Very often the two components have
different thread patterns, and there are only a
couple of threads doing all the work. If you find this
set-up aboard, call in a professional for an opinion.

All valves should be tested for free movement
monthly. It is not only corrosion, but also all
manner of growing things that can get inside and
render them inoperable. When you haul the boat,
take them completely apart, lubricate them, check
the hoses and take the opportunity to maybe
replace the hose clamps. Remember the hose
clamps go on with the screw portions 180*
opposite each other.
