New regulations in Louisiana

Winter months are a good time to take a boating
safety class in advance
requirement that all boat operators born after
January 1, 1984 pass a boating safety class
approved by the National Association of State
Boating Law Administrators. See a list of

approved courses at
wif.louisiana.gov/boating/courses.

Those of you who winter in Louisiana need to be
aware of a law that took effect after your last
visit. Every person 16 years or younger on board
a motorboat or vessel less than 26 feet LOA
shall wear a Coast Guard approved life jacket
while the vessel is underway. The regulation
became effective August 15, 2009. This law
previously applied to kids 12 and under.

Now is a good time to take a boating safety
class in advance of
that all boat operators born after January 1,
1984 pass a boating safety class approved by
the National Association of State Boating Law
Administrators.
